The main
objective of the visit was to understand how the industry
facilitates dry cleaning services, particularly for delicate
items like silk sarees. Fabric Spa Industry was founded
with the aim of revolutionizing garment care services,
providing customers with convenient, high-quality dry
cleaning solutions while prioritizing the preservation of
delicate fabrics and ensuring sustainability.

The visit to the Fabric Spa Industry commenced with
departure from the college at 8:40 A.M. After a journey
of approximately one hour and forty minutes, the group
arrived at the industry at 10:20 A.M. Upon arrival at the
Fabric Spa Industry, the students were provided with a
comprehensive tour of the facility. They witnessed
various stages of the cleaning process, from garment
collection to dispatch.

The tour commenced with an overview of the garment
collection area, where unwashed clothes are received
and dispatched. The garments are then segregated based
on tags and codes attached, which are utilized throughout
the cleaning process.

The students were guided through the garment weighing
process, where the weight determines the required
chemicals for cleaning. Garments are further segregated
based on categories such as color, fabric type, and wash
requirements. Separate machines are designated for
dark and white clothes.

The tour proceeded to specialized areas for stain
removal and delicate washing, where either machine or
handwashing is employed, depending on the fabric type.
Following the cleaning process, the garments undergo
drying and ironing. Special machines are utilized for
ironing, ensuring meticulous attention to detail, such as
separate ironing for sleeves and collars. 

Quality checks are conducted to ensure garments are
washed and ironed to the highest standards. Any
garments that do not meet the criteria are rejected or
undergo further cleaning.

The students were introduced to innovative practices,
such as the use of agricultural waste to produce steam
for cleaning processes. Additionally, the industry
incorporates water softening plants to treat sewage
water, emphasizing sustainability in its operations.

The visit to Fabric Spa Industry provided valuable
insights into the intricate processes involved in dry
cleaning services.
